During these periods, Tokyo tends to be quieter，and city trains and roads are emptier. Note that most 

museums are closed from around Dec 29-Jan 3 and that most shops and restaurants are closed on Jan 

1. From Jan1 to 3，m major temples and shrines are packed with visitors who come to pray for a happy 

and prosperous year. 

If you do not mind crowds，Jan 1 is a great opportunity to see women in kimono. The various national
